b. Government Notification [GSR 918 E] dated 26.12.2014 containing the
Public Servants (Furnishing of Information and Annual Return of Assets
and Liabilities and the limits for Exemption of Assets in Filing Returns),
Second Amendment Rules, 2014

2. In this context please refer to HQrs letter bearing No. even dated
22.08.2014 wherein a copy of Government Notification dated 14.07.2014 [GSR
501E] viz. the Public Servants (Furnishing of Information and Annual Return
of Assets and Liabilities and the limits for Exemption of Assets in Filing Returns)
Rules, 2014 has been circulated.

3. As per the above Rules every public servant [i.e. all Central Government
servants (Groups A B and C)] shall file declarations, information or return as the
case may be regarding his assets and liabilities (in the format/forms specified in
Appendix | & Il of the notification) as on the 31 March every year to the
competent authority, on or before the 31% July of that year. Provided that
the public servants who have filed declarations information and annual returns
of property under the provisions of the rules applicable to such public servants
shall file the revised declarations information or as the case may be, annual
returns as on the 01.08.2014 to the competent authority on or before the
15.09.2014.
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4, Amendments to the Principal Rule has been notified vide Government
Notification [GSR 638(E)] dated 08.09.2014 circulated vide HQrs letter dated
10.09.2014 and Government Notification [GSR 918 E] dated 26.12.2014 (copy
enclosed). As per Government Notification [GSR 918 E] dated 26.12.2014 the
date of fiing revised declarations information has been extended to
30.04.2015 and in Principal Rule, in Appendix I, Form No. -ll and Form No.
-V, shall be substituted.

5. All the Controller's / Performa controller’s offices are requested to
ensure compliance of these Rules by all officers and staff (Group A, B and C
employee), by filing returns/revised returns of Assets and Liabilities to the
competent authority, within the time limit mentioned in the Rules/amended
Rules.

$.0. 32TUE ). — Whereas the Central Government, in exervise of the powers vonferred by sub-section (1) of

section 62 of the Lokpal and Lokayuktas Act, 2013 (1 of 2014) thereinafier referred o as the said Act), made the Lokpal

and Lokayuktas (Removal of Difficulties) Order, 2014 {hereinafter referred o as the said Ordery with effeet from the

15th February, 2014 for the purpose of carrying out modifications and amendments in all existing rules regulating the

filing of property returns and muking of declaration of assets by public servants 5o us 0 bring them in conformity with

the provisions of the said Act, within a period not exceeding vne hundred and cighty days from the date on which the
provisions of the Lokpal and Lokayuktas Act, 2013 came into force. i.e.. the 16th January, 2014,

And whereas, the Central Government initiated the process of modifications and amendments of all existing
rules dealing with the subject matter of {Hling of annual returns and making of declaration of assets by public servants in
consultation with various authorities, such as, the Comptroller and Auditor General of India. the Election Commission,
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the Lok Sabha Sccretariat, the Rajva Sabha Secretariat, the Ministry of Law and Justice (Department of Legal Affairs and

Legislative Department), the Department of Financial Services, the Department of Public Enterprises and the State
Governments;

And whereas, the comments and suggestions received from above said authorities had been under consideration
of the Central Government and the completion of the procedure of finalising the rules under the said Act was likely 1o
take some more time and the process of harmonisation of the existing rules with the provisions of the said Act and the
rules made thereunder was taking time beyond the period notified under the said Order, and. therefore, the Central
Government amended the said Order on 14th July, 2014, extending the said period of one hundred and cighty days to a
period of two hundred and seventy day s:

And whereas, the Central Government, after consulting the Ministries/Departments. including the Department of
Pinancial Services, the Department of Public Enterprises. the Ministry of Law and Justice and the office of the
Comptroller and Auditor General of India, made the Public Servants (Furnishing of Information and Annual Return of
Assets and Liabilities and the Limuts for Exemption of Asscts in Filing Returns) Rules, 2014 (hercinatter referred o as
the said rules), in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) read with clause (k) and clause (1) of sub-scction
{2) of section 59 read with scction 44 and section 45 of the Lokpal and Lokayuktas Act, 2013, and notified the said rules
on 14th July, 2014, prescribing thercin the forms in which information and annual returns are (o be filed by every public
servant;

And whereas, the Central Goverament forwarded the copies of the notification containing the said rules to all
Ministries and Departments of the Centratl Government requesting thens o take tie follow-up aclion in iorms of the said
rules. and for ensuring compliance with the said rules by all officers and statt in the respective Ministries. Depantments
and organisations and public scctor undertakings under their control;

And whereas. the Central Government also forwarded the copies of the notification containing the said rules to
the Chicl Secretaries of all State Governments and Union territories, requesting them to take the follow-up action in
terms of the said rules requiring all officers of the All India Services working in connection with the affairs of the State
Governments and the officers and staff working in various organisations and public sector undertakings under their
control so as to ensure due compliance with the said rules by all of them;

And whereas, concerns and apprehensions were raised by some Ministries and Departments, Organisations and
individuals about the posting of every information provided by the public servant on public domain and the complexities
involved in posting such details in the prescribed formats and also about exacerbation of vuinerabilities of the public
servants afler filing such details. specifically of movable property and their publication on the websites of respective
Ministries and Departments giving risc to the apprehension of the safety and security of the members particularly
children of the public servant;

And whereas, keeping in view the genuine concerns and apprehensions aforesaid, the Central Government
constituted a Committee on 28th August, 2014 to simplify the forms and the process in which public servants shall make
declaration of assets and liabilities as required under the said Act and the rules made thereunder and the Commitiee was
required 1o examine the forms prescribed under the said rules and suggest changes therein as may be considered
necessary within a period of forty-five days: .

And whereas. the excrcise of reviewing the existing rules relating to various services and posts with the
pravisions of the said Act and the rules made thereunder, the process of completion of follow-up action by various
Ministries and Departments of the Central Government and the State Governments and the exercise of simplification of
forms and the process in which public servants shall make declarations of assets and-liabilities, was likely 10 take time
beyond the period of two hundred and seventy days as specified in the said Order (as amended by the Order. dated 14th
Juty, 2014), it had become necessary to extend the said period of two hundred and seventy days and. accordingly, the
Central Government amended the said Order on 8" September, 2014, extending the said period of two hundred and
seventy days to a period of three hundred and sixty days for the purposes of section 44 of the said Act:

And whereas, the Committee constituted by the Central Government on 28th August, 2014 to simplify the forms
and the process in which public servants shall make declaration of assets and liabilities as required under the said Act and
the rules madc thercunder, submitted its first Report to the Government on Ist October, 2014, wherein the Committee
suggested simplification of form prescribed for submission of statement regarding movable assets and the form
prescribed for submission of statement regarding debts and liabilities by public servants, under the aforesaid rules;
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And whereas, the processing of necessary amendments to the aforesaid rules so as o incorporate the revised
forms for (iling statement regarding movable propertics and the statement regarding debls and liabiiities and the
circulation of the revised formats, after their due notification in the Official Gazette, 1o all Ministries and Departumems of
the Central Government and the Chuel Secretaries of all State Governments and Lnjon erritory administrations and the
further process of follow-up action in terms of the said rules requiring all officers of the All India Services working in
connection with the affairs of the State Governments and the Offices and Staff working in various Organisations and
Public Sector Undertakings under their control so as to ensure due compliance with the revised rules by all of them, is a
time consuming process and as such the said process cannot be completed within the limit of three hundred and sixty
days as contemplated in the principal order as amended by the order dated 8th September, 2014:

And whereas, Central Government bas decided 1o amend the Lokpal and Lokavukias Act 2013, to address
various deficiencies noticed in the said Act and, in that context. a need has also been felt to amend the provisions of
section 44 of the said Act so as 1o harmonise the provisions of the said section with the refevant provisions of the
Representation of the People Act. 1931 and rules framed thereunder. the All India Services Act, 1951 and rules framed
thereunder, the rules framed by the Central Government in pursuance of article 148 and article 309 of the Constitelion
and also various statutes setting up autonomous bodies and Public Sector Undertakings and the rules framed thercunder,

And whereas, the introduction of a Bill to amend the Lokpal and Lokavuktas Act, 2013. and its passing by
Pariiament and enforcement is also fikely to 1ake time: and hence it has become necessary to extend the said period of
three hundred and sixty days 1o a period of cighteen months. and the Central Government has accordingly decided o

oxtend the perind to complate thic prncegss

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (13 of section 62 of the Lokpal and
Lokayukias Act, 2013 (1 of 2014). the Ceniral Government hereby makes the following amendment further to amend the
Lokpal and Lokayuktas (Removal of Difficulties) Order, 2014, namely:-

In the said Order, in paragraph 2. in sub-paragraph (1), for the words “within a period not exceeding three
hundred and sixty days”, the words “within a period not exceeding eighteen months™ shall be substituted.
